Payment on nccount of soldiers or
sailors killed in action will be based
on the number of dependents he
leaves.

The family allowance will be grml-i
uated by the government to care for
ench dependent, It will be given only
if the soldier or sailor mukes an al-
lotment of part of his pay to his
family,

The amount to be paid for o man's
denth will be based on the man's ser-
‘vices, the size of his family and the
degree of loss to his family by his
death,

Partial disability will be eompen-
sated for along the same lines. All
this compensation will be paid -
rectly by the government.

Under the insurance system, use of
which is optional, the government will
pay all the war excess premiums on
his poliey, making insurance up to
$10,000 just as cheap to him as it
would be in pence times.

The government also will establish
a system for reeducation of injured
men to fit them as far as possible for
lives of usefulness either in their
former or in other vocations. They
will be paid compensation and their
families taken care of while they are
being thus helped.
