BISHOP GLORIEUX

DIES IN PORTLAND

Celebrated Fiftieth Anniversary of
Ordination to Priesthood Aug. 15

Portland Aug. 25. (United Press)
Alphonse Joseph Glorieux, pioineer

Catholic missionary and bishop of
. Boise for twenty-fou- r years, died this

morning in the St. Vincent hospital:
Bishop Glorieux celebrated his fif-

tieth anniversary of ordination to

"priesthood on August 15, 1917. at
the St. Vincent Hospital, Portland-Thes-

fifty years he has spent as a
missionary in and around Oregon, Ida-b- o

and Montana. i

He was the first president of Sjt.
Michael's college in Portland and had

among his pupils many of Portland's
prominent men of today. ' '

In 1884 he was made Vicar Aposto-
lic of Idaho and was given charge of
Idaho, Montana and Wyoming. A
few years later he was made Bishop
of Idaho and held that office up to
the time of his death.. !

The Cathedral of St. Johns was erec-

ted through his efforts and a large
hospital and an academy were also due
to his zeal.

Bishop Glorieux was of a very ro-

bust constitution and traveled over
Idaho and Montana and Wyoming on

numerous trips. Last May he hnd a

slight, stroke of paralysis from which
he rallied. In July he went to Sea-

side, Oregon, to recuperate, but the

sea air did not improve him and he

tried to get back to Idaho. However
when he reached Portland he was in

such a critical condition that he was

taken to St. Vincent's Hospital where
his death occurred this morning.

Bishop Glorieux was seventy five

years of age.
