GOVERNMENTAL IDEAS OF [TONOR

Pregident Wilson on several oceasions, notably in his
War Message of April 2 and in his veply to the peace note
of the Pope, has called attention to the fact that no peace
c¢an be maintained with the Imperial German Govern-
ment; that no autoeratic government sueh as it can be
trusted to keep faith; that only free people ¢an hold their
purpose and their honor steady to a common need, and
prefer the interest of mankind to any narrow interest ol
their own.

The President was only restating a difference between
two systems of governmental policy, two different gov-
ernmental ideas of national honor, that has long existed.
The quotations given below show the American idea of a
nation’s honor Lrom the inception of this Government
down to the present day and the idea of national hionor
held by the German government sinee the days of Freder-
ick the Great.

“The foundations of our national poliey will be laid
in the pure and immutable prineiples of private movality.
There exists in the course of’ nature an indissoluble nnion
of virtue and happiness, between duty and advantage,
between honest poliey and publie felicity.  The smiles of
heaven can never be expected on a government that dis-
regards the eternal rules of order and right, which heaven
itself has ordained.” —George Washington, President of
the United States, April, 1759,

“We are at the beginning of an age in which it will
be insisted that the same standavds of conduct and of
respounsibility for wrong done shall he observed among
nations and their governments that ave observed among
the individual «citizens of  civilized states,"—Woodrow
Wilkon, President of the Unifed States.  April, 1917,
