If this Is refused then the terms
of peace agreed upon by the Allies
will lie forced upon the Central Pow-

ers, but these i'owers may be shut
off from commercial Intercourse tvith
!lie rest of the world, and that would
mean gradually the drying up of the
ratio, u and an end of empires. No
nation could thrive or even live as a

nation, divorced from all industrial
communication with the outside
world.

Thla in tho alternative which Pres-- i
lent Wilson puts up to the people

of tho Central Powers. They must
I'ivo up their Prussian Militarism and
their Intriguing Masters, or they
must die of Commercial Starvation.
