WASHINGTON, Jan. 3. Sweden's

Washington business is manifold and
many times troublesome. W. A. F.
Ekengren, the Swedish minister, su-

pervises two institutions; the Swedish
legation, and the Swedish office where
the remnants of Austria-Hungary- 's

business is transacted.
Quiet Austrian clerks, three of them,

keep books behind drawn blinds in the
offices assigned to Austrian affnirs;
a modest red brick building on Eigh-
teenth street, directly across the street
frftm Secretary Lansing"s home.

Swedish affairs are directed from
an apartment house legation some
blocks away, at 1820 N street.

In addition to these offices, the
Swedish government maintains an
economic delegation in Washington at
1325 Eighteenth street, where Axel
Robert Nordvall and Dr. H. Lundbohn
have thc-i- headquarters. They are in
America to secure foodstuffs for
Sweden and have assured the Amer-
ican government that no foods ob-

tained here will be used for (iermnn
export trade or to release other
products for German use.

There are certain
teams in the Western Conference
which are situated so as to be better
rivals of Purdue than Chicago. Only
the importance of Chicago has made
the Purdue games profitable. A
switch here probably would be of
benefit to Purdue.

However, both Wisconsin and Min-

nesota are large enough pnd are suf-

ficiently dignified to allow the Chi-

cago game to slip from the schedule.
With a view to strengthening the
western schedule in all parts it might
be that this would be the step taken.
