AN LIES

At Time of Italy’s S8evere Reverses, Spies Were Spreading
Word That America Was Unfriendly *~ ™~ly and
Didn't Care What Happened

MAJOR MURPHY CABLES HOW 3

When Red Cross Help Reached Italy, Refugees Were
Streaming Down from the North—Pathetic Conditions

WASHINGTON, Jan. 21.—The American Red Cross
nipped a flourishing German propaganda against America
in the bud by earrying the Stars and Stripes and neaded
relief into It.xl} at the time of Italy's firsi ~cvere reyerse
actording to a eable from Major Murphy to Chairman
Davison of the Red Cross War Council received here
today.

Spies were rapidly spreading the word that America
was unfriendly to Italy, didn’t eare what happened to her
and wag afraid to antagonize Austria. The people be-
lieved the stories. Major Murphy's graphic eable speaks
for itself:

“When we reached Italy,
down from the North. Indescribably pathetic conditions
existed.  The unexpected military reverse had stunned
the nation. Rumors of all sorts were in the air.

A viclous propaganda had spread the report that
Ameriea wasg not friendly to Italy; that we were not in-
{terested in the war and even that we were afraid to au-
Htagonize Austria, as well as Glermany.

*Ameriea apparently had no available means of ex-
pression.  Congress was not in session.  Our army could
not act. Fortunately, the Red Cross was in a position not
