OF ONLY A FEW MONTHS

Deceased for Many Years Wag Active
figure in Politits of Oregon and
in Later Years of Life I'romi- -

ncnt in Affairs of Nation '

PORTUAND, Jan. 28. (Special.)
Charles W. Fulton, States
Senator for Oregon, prominent lawyer
ana lor many years an active figure in
tho politics of tho state, died at 1:40
o'clock yeBtorday afternoon at his
homo, 086 IWeldler street, in the 05th
year of his age. Death resulted from
a complication of ailments which con-

fined him to his home for nearly three
months.

Senator Fulton had not been phys
icnlly well for a number of w eks pre
ceding Thanksgiving, but his wonder
ful capacity for work kept him in his
law office until early in November
when ho was obliged to give up his
active career nnd seek professional
treatment. About this time he was
forced to toko to his bed and, although
at times his condition showed Indira
tions of recuperating, he gradunlly
fallen m strength and his passing
not unexpected for the last two weeks.

Son Coming from Stanfield
When tho end came yesterday after

noon, Mrs. .Fulton, who with one son,
Frederick C. Fulton of Stanfield, sur
vive, Dr. William S. Knox, the family
phvsician, and a nurse, were at the
bedside. The son will arrive from
Stanfield this morning and pending
his arrival arrangeemnts for tho fun-
eral will not be decided.

In addition to the widow and son,
Mr. Fulton is survived by one sister,
three brothers and four nephewB. Tho
sister, Mrs.. Ida AJ Halderman, resides
at Pawnee City, Neb. The three' broth-
ers are Dr. J. A. Fulton and G. Clyde
Fulton, an attorney, both of Astoria,
and E. L. Fulton, also an attorney, of
Oklahoma City. The nephews are:

W. and Frank Halderman of As
toria; R. W. Halderman of Portland,
and A. C. Fulton of Astoria.

DAY IS PETITIONED FOR

Sunday Rest Day Is Provided, Eight
Hour Day for Women, Child Labor
Prohibited and Social Legislation
Demanded.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 28. An out-
line of the revolutionary demands of
German labor to be presented to the
Kaiser have been received. The draft
provides an eight' hour day, a six day
week, prohibits all except vitally nec-

essary Sunday and night work, pro-
vides a rost day for Sunday workers;
eight hours u day, fifty hours a week
for women; prohibits their employ-
ment nights and Sundays. Prohibits
the employment of children under
fifteen.
