LONDON, Feb, d—Meager weports reaching neut!
countries of the ceonomie situation in Germany and of
the general striek vailing in the enipire last weoek
indicated that the strike had virtnally ended, The oppo-
gition of the military authorvities had wmneh to do with
breaking up the inovement of the workers, Their leadirs
are reported to have advised the men to return to work,
With the summary conrtmartia! of strikers in the Berlin
distriet no disorders have aeevnered like those carly in the
week.  Industrial quictude pervades the entive distriet
exvept at Zena, the capital of Saxe Weimar, where new
tronble has nreisen,  The German aml Austreian foreien
ministers and General Luedendort® are to meet inoa eon-
ference in an effort to aneliorate awd sottle the ceonomic

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Americans Outgame the Germans

LONDON, Feb, d—Althongh the German attack in
the seetor in Loveaine held by the Americans Saturday
was a suddenone and the Germans placed a heavy harrage
fire along the Ameviean line for several miles, the Amer-
feans pesponded with avidity and with their 75 guns tore|
up the German trenches and dugonts and eut their harhed
wire entanglements, and cansed damnge that will require
several davs tovepair,  Little dionage was done the Amer-
iean positions. 1t was =cen that the Amerieans ontgamed
the enemy at his ivitial point of assanlt and Iater they
even oxtended their bombardment over o wide resion,
On the other battlelfronts the infantey figured in minor
engagements and avtillery doels were intense in Belginmn
and Franee:  The total British casualties for the week
were G354, the smallest in nunths.

duys and Itnly only 248, We had sup-
posed the Lating always outdld us In
this purtiealnr. Among tho other bel-
Hgerents Germany, It 18 presumed,
