Women Nurses Live In Corrupted
Iron Huta Heated by Stoves One

ican Red Cross nurses serving with
the French and British armies? They
live In corrugated Iron huts healed
with little stoves, and to be
comfortably warm the women wear
layers of woolen garments so that, ns
one girl wrote to her folks, "we look
like Teddy bears."

Busy days nud nights they are, with
these American lussles In the British
hospitals just back of the Hues lu
Flanders, and vastly Interesting, too.

"I am too tired this morning, nfter
twelve hours of night duty, to write
much," says n recent letter. "It has
been unusually cold, and nearly the
whole night I went from patient to
patient, removing bandages 'and rub-

bing cold feet nnd legs with hot oil.

Hears Tales of War, V

In another letter the same young
wonuin wrute:

"For ut least half my time on duty
today I've sat beside the stove In n

group of Tommies and Jocks (Engllsll
nud Hoot eh soldiers), able to sit up nnd
tell stories.

"I've been In spirit up In the trenches
nnd over the top. I've seen deserters
shot. I've watched - Fritz coming
across No Man's Land, with hands up,
crying, 'Kunierad Kanierad I' I've
been ut the Dardanelles, seeing good
soldiers die of dysentery like tiles, and
their bodies heaped In piles nud
burned.

"Then I've stood by, observing the
battalion doctor looking over the men;
giving one with a sprained ankle 'med-
icine and duty;' telling nnother he's
slilikln.?, nnd then an hour later find-

ing bis lifeless body In the bathhouse.
"I've been ncross in bonnle Scotland

and wntched the mothers of lads who
will never return (locking around tlic
one who lias coino back, asking for In-

formation about 'last words.' the bur-

ial, etc., and have beard the
Scotch lad He manfully about the
graves of bis lost comrndes.

"I've admired the photos of fat ba-

bies, huggahle youngsters, two or three
years old, and wives and
mothers. The wives ore ulways sad
and Today almost ev-

ery story was tragic, Yesterday It was
all comedy.

The Mystery of It.
"Horrible, everything, of course",

yet Intensely Interesting. It Is n great
mystery to me how some men can go
through what they do without a bump.
Many of them have been In the war
since the beginning, and have gone
over the top mnny times, yet they've
escaped even so much ns a scratch
from wire entanglements.
