With tho olllcer leading, wo must
have inarched over on hour, plowing
through tile mud and occasionally
stumbling into n shell hole In the road,

when suddenly the olllcer made n left
wheel, nnd We found ourselves In n sort
of enclosed courtyard.

Tho dawn wns breaking and the
rain had ceased.

In front of us were four stacks of
rliles. three to a stack.

Tho officer brought us to attention
and gave the order to uuplle arms. We
enrh took a ride. Giving us "Stand at
ease," In n nervous and shaky voice,
he Informed :

"Men. you arc here on n very solemn
duty. You have been selected as a
tiring squad for the execution of a sol-

dier, who, having been found guilty
of a grievous crime against king and
country, has been regularly nnd duly
