dings, lees and punches. -

In canning frjilt without sugar,
can the product rife dny It Ib picked
Cull, stem, seed' and clean fruit
by placing In strainer and pourtug
cold water .over "It. Tack the pro-
duct carefully In hot glass pars or
tin cans until full. Use a table-
spoon, wooden ladle, or table ktiifo
knifo for packing ' purposes. Pour
boiling hot water over tho product
In the hot jar.
