Never add acid to a storage bat-

tery unless you have been advised
to do so by an experienced battery
man. If the solution Is weak It

means that the acid has entered the

plates and the battery needs recharg-
ing. Adding acid will sulphate the

battery and ruin it.
The only reason for odding acid

is when It has been spilled or has
leaked out. If you know tho acid has
been spilled you may put In some of

the same strength, but this is not ad-

visable. Fill up the cells with dis-

tilled water and take the battery to
a service station.

Keep a careful watch on the
strength of the electrolyte to prevent
freezing. 1,300 or 1.275 Is a safe
figure, as freeze, but a dis-

charged battery will freeze a few de
