MAKES PECULIAR ANSWERS ON
WITNESS STAND.

In Moment of Petulance Admits He Is
An "Ignorant Idealist,' But

Reverses Statement.

(By Associated Press to Tba Observer)

MOUNT CLEMENS, Mich., July 1(1.

In a moment of petulance, Henry
Ford admitted on the witness stand

today that he is an ''ignorant idealist."
Ford subsequently reversed the state
ment, saying that he made it in order
to end the grilling of the attorney.

This was one of the alleged libelous
charges whf.ch the Chicago Tribune
made against him.

Attorney Eliott Stevenson, for the
Tribune, had been asking questions to
establish that Ford was Ignorant, Pur- -
