ORGANIZED LAHOR WILL CON
TINUE CONFLICT AGAINST

GRANT AND PRIVILEGE.

REPRESENTATIVE OF LABOR

ON THE WITNESS STAND

Labor Would Be Jtlind to Its Interests
If It Tried to Impress Proposals
Upon Public By Threat of Violence
or Strike, Is Assertion of Glenn
E. Plumb Before Committee,

WASHINGTON, Aug:. 9 Organized
labor will not attempt to impose the
Plumb plan for railroad control on
other' industries unless employes and
the public desire it, and its fight for
public ownership of utilities will not
stop until it has reached the point
where grant dnd privilege cease.

This was the message delivered to-

day by Glenn E. Plumb, speaking as
labor's representative to the house in-

terstate committee, who for three
days has been holding a hearing on
"tripartite" control of the transporta-
tion syateiii3. It was spoken calmly
after the witness, worn out by the
long ordeal on the witness stand, but
still smiling, denied that the plan was
Socialistic.

Again today Plumb pounded the ta-

ble and denied in te.'ii.tt calculated, he
said, to brook no repetition of thq
charge, that the railroad brotherhoods!
had attempted by threats of violence
or strikes to force congress to adopt
his plan for control of the railways!
by the public, or operating forces and,
the public. Denial was made in a state- -

ment from Plumb's office and signed
by the heads of the fifteen brother-- J

hoods, and while Plumb was entering:
a hot fire of questions from Repre- -

sentative Dewalt, Democrat, of Penn-

sylvania, who wanted to know where'
the new idea would stop.

"We unite in a definite assertion!
that we have no desire and have had!
none," said the statement and also
Plumb, who paraphrased it, "to im-- ,

press upon the public by violence or by
threat our proposal that the railroads
be nationalized under 'tripartite con-

trol."
. ''Labor would be blind to its own

interests," Plumb added with em-

phasis, ''if it attempted such meth-- j
ods."

Later Plumb announced that infor-
mation would be put before the com-- 1

mittce in support of his charge that
there had been systematic plundering
of the great railway systems of the
country.

Plumb stood his ground while Rep-

resentatives Dewalt, Montague, Demo-

crat, Virginia; Merritt, Republican,
Connecticut, and others asked ques-
tions which they intended to point out
defects in the Plumb plan.

INTERVENTION OK PRESIDENT
FAILS TO SEND tllEM

BACK TO WOIUv.

WILL STAY OUT UNTIL

CONCESSION IS MADE

Conferences Held at Chicago to In-
fluence Men to Return to Jobs Are
Dominated By Representatives of
the Shopmen's Union, Causing Fail-
ure of Efforts Made.

CHICAGO, Aug. 9 Representa-
tives of the Chicago council of the
federated railway shopmen's union,'
which called a strike on August 1 in
defiance of the International officers
of tho shop craft, today dominated
conferences at which some of the in
ternational officers sought to have tho
men return to' work in obedience to
the wishes of President Wilson.

Tho council sent a telegram to the
President stating thnt unless some
concession can be made the attitude of
tho men would remain unchanged and
they will stay on strike. Tho secretary
of tho council assorted thnt notwith
standing tho claims of the interna
tional officers and railroad officials
that not more than 40,000 were on
strike, and that not fewer than 250,000
were out.

In Chicago tho secretary said no
men had returned to work. In the
Chicago district only a few had re
sumed work, nt Champaign, Illinois,
ho said.

At the request of the district coun
cil, former .Senator James Hnmilton
Lewis, of Illinois, Inst night tele-

graphed to President Wilson a recom-
mendation that tho director general
take up the subject with the view to
bringing harmony between interna
tional officers nnd the heads of the
men's committees or confer with the
committees! direct hy having them go
to Washington and sit with tho grand
lodgo president in the conference, so
that an ngrcoment to get the men hack
at once might he reached.

Tho council asserted that their com-

mittee sent to Washington to servo
notice of the strjko'decision were un-

able to sccuro n conference with tho
international officers or the-- railroad
administration, hence the strike was
called as ordered by the convention,
nnd will remain in effect until somo
concession of the original demands
presented on February 10, and retro-
active to February 10, is granted.

Department of Justice Officials Re-

port Uncovering of Profiteering Is
Being Vigorously Prosututed and
Many Prosecutions May Result at
An Early Date.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 9. Tangible
results from the investigation of
of hoarding and profiteering initiated
by Attorney General Palmer are ex-

pected to develop in the immediate
future as the result of an order to
day directing the entire secret service
of the bureau of investigation to as-

sist the force now at work trying to
uncover instances in which the public
has been gouged by the illegal control
of prices.

Officials of the Department of Jus
tice said reports from many sections
of the country show the search for
evidence of extortion in the necessi-
ties of life proceeding vigorously and
many prosecutions might come soon.

Announcement was also made today
that congress would proceed promptly
with legislative measures recommend-- :
ed by President Wilson as necessary
to stop the ''vicious practices" which
have been largely responsible for the
rising cost of living.

Republican Leader Mondcll stated
in the house that appropriations
would be made at once to enable the
government to attack the profiteers.
The agricultural committee would be-

gin hearing Monday on legislation to
control the time food could be held in
cold storage.

There were indications at the White
House that the President might let
the high cost of living pair with the
league of nations speaking tour of the
country, which he is to make.
