death at Haifa, Palestine, recently

With his death, tho movement has
passed under the guidance of a ciirn
mlttee of 19, representing different
religions and races.

Abdul Buha (servant of God)
was 77 years old and his career
had Ibeen a romantic one. Jlo was
exponent of an universal move-
ment whose aim was the realization
of the brotherhood of mall, and it
had gained adherence In Knrope.
Asia, and America and in some of
these continent!) huge temple? had
been erected for the observance of
his teachings.

His funeral assumed an interna-
tional aspect at which were present
many notables representing many
countries. Sir Herbert Biinniel,
high commissioner of Palestine, was
in the procession.

At tho age of 20, Abdul, liaha
and his father, Haha O'llah, were
sent to the penal coIony of Acca in
Syria because of their radical teach
ings. For more than M0 years be
suffered tho vicissitudes of a po-

litical prisoner. Ho was liberated
in 1008 at the earnest solhitatlon
ot his followers in all parts of the
world.- Soon lifter bis i'Cletrso, lie
started on a long Journey which
took him to fturopo and America
and resulted in thoswift spreading
of message .uml goUpel.
