In times of national stress, discipline is accepted almost
without question. In the Tinted States during tbe World
war to ignore the rules of Hoover was to invoke the con-
demnation of conscience, if not that oT fellow citizens.
Moderation is healthful, truly, but except in emergencies'
it is difficult to enforce. Maintaining such rules in wai
is easy, but in peace almost impossible.

If there ever was a time when discipline was needed
in Germany, however, it is now. There is much work to
be done. A nation must be rebuilt in accordance with
changed ideas.
