INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., June C

With the belief that the problem of
caring for orphans of the World wnr
in five years will bft second only to
that of' disabled veterans, members
of the American Legion are prepar-
ing to provide relief for the children
of their former comrades who arc lef1
in destitute circumstunces in the
years to come.

Under the direction of George
of Clay Center, Kansas,

chairman of the legion's national war
orphans' committee, a survey of the
condition of war orphans and facili-
ties already established for ttiem will
be conducted by legicn members in

every state. An attempt will be
made to estimate the number of or-

phans who will need relief at the
end of a period of five years-- ;

Although there is no manner of
arriving at the exact total of chil-

dren who will require assistance, the
Irtrion has examined statistics of- the
Civil war and it has been estimated
that there will be from 85,000 to
40,000 war orphans in this country in
about 12 years.

The lesion's plan for relief in
cludes four nrovisions. The most de
sirable method pf caring for the
children, acording to Mr. Withers, is
to keep them in their homes, n pos-

sible, and to assist their mothers by
obtaining mothers' pensiens and oth
er relief measures-

Second in order of advantageous
nlans. is the niacins- - of children in
the right kind of homes, where they
will receive kind treatment from fos-

ter parents and will profit from con-

genial surroundings, the legion con-

tends.
To provide fcr those who arc not

included in the first two plans, the
legion is investigating the establish
ment of state hemes. Irr Michigan,
Illinois and Pennsylvania, homes for
World war orphans arc already in

operation under auspices of the le-

gion, and Kansas legionnaires will
soon establish an institution cf that
nature.

Children in states which do not
maintain homes would be cared for
in regional or. nntional homes, ac-

cording to the fourth provision of
the plan. These homes wculd rreivc
children from sparsely populated
states, where the number of war or-

phans would not warrant the crea-
tion of speial initutions.

Cases of dependent orphans would
he investigated by the nearest post
of the American legion, which would
art an .unofficial . iruardian for the
children, according to the legion's
