That is more
than one in every six of all gainfully employed persons
more than 10 years of age. Five millions' of them will be
paying taxes on incomes between $1,000 and 93,000, and
nearly another million on incomes between $3,000 and ? 1,000.

, Millions more lire exempted from making a report to
the government by law. Single men with a net income,
after lawful deductions, of less than .$1,000, and married
men with a net income, after deductions, of less than $2,000
ain not required to go through the formality. Thus the
nunilicr of persons filing income tax' reports is by no
means a measure of the number receiving gross incomes
of more than $1,000 or $2,000. It is safe to assume that
the proportion of workers in the United States who receive
such Incomes is much more than one in six. The number
whoso, incomes fall in that twilight zone exempted from
necessity of reporting because of deductions must be
large.

That the government's revenue is depleted by evasions,
however, has been repeated stated on high authority, even
by the secretary of the treasury, and energetic efforts
havu been put rorth to round up the "slackers."
