For several years before the1' war
about 4 en 0 old prints annual ly
veiie senl from Japan lo be sold
in London. I esplte tills large
number, it is estimated t hat one-ha- lf

or the isting prints more
than 400 years old were destroy-
ed in ihe iiiake. Among them was
one by llokusal for which
pounds was paid in Ixmdon just
after the war.

The British Museum now pos-
sesses the finest collect ion of old
Japanese prints oulside Japan,
largely colbxteil during the

war.
