Kornbllt said. lb sympathized
with fellow students less fortun-
ately situated tbun himself, and
divided his means with them. '

Later Trotaky waa Jailed by the
Czarlst government on a charge of
being a Socialist", and Was condem-- ,
ed to' die. It was then that the
friendly acts toward his fellow
studentt; bore their fruit. They
started to dft: a tunnel Into his
cell and, effected his escape on the
night bo fore be waa to have been
hanged, his cousin related. "

Dressed in feminine garments,
he fled to Paris, and kept himself
111 seclusion until the Vi(iluiiee of
the Kusmun sttciN t police was re-
laxed. Then be came to America
where he assumed the name of
Trotzky to help In avoiding de-
tection.

"So it is only natural that Leon
would believe In communism,"
Mrs. Kornbilt said. He gave 10
the poor and in return the poor
gave him w hat could not be bought
with money his freedom."

His pnrenis did not know for
years after his escape that he had
nor been hanged. After bis re-
turn to Russia nnd bis rise to the
head of the Red, Army he rejoined
his mother. With the revolution
she had lost her wealth. She now
resides in Leningrad4.

Mrs. Kornbllt. with her husband,
Aaron Kornbllt, resides on ten
acres of highly productive orcn-ur- d

land on the shores of Luke
Chelan, not far from this city. She
left Russia in I no 7 for fear of
persecution of the. Jews and came
lo America in ?H 3, In Scan le,
where she landed she met and
married her husband, who also
had fieit the Jewish persecutions'In Russia.
