The particular problem confront-
ing I lie Union county farmors is
tho extermination of ground squir-
rels which urro very injurious to
grain. A campalKn for tho eradi-
cation of the pests has been car-
ried On with varying success for
a number of years.

Poisoned, (train 1'sed.
More recently H. O. Avery, coun-

ty agriculturist, hus assisted in the
work by distributing poisoned
grain to farmers willing to help
themselves by aiding to cub the
pests.

These efforts have accounted for
many squirrels but the rato of pro-

pagation is so rapid that In nearly
every instance the few landowners
In the vicinity who have not done
their share have given the squir-
rels a chance to multiply so tliut
