The own-
er and uditor, Kit in undo I lit ten
court, escaped utter seven months
and is iimw a political refugee at
Die Chilean embassy. His sou,
purl owm r and managing editor,
lias been eoniluod for nearly one
eur.

ernment is a violation of the e

properly rights guaranteed cit-

izens of llra.il by the constitution.
