Tokio's Poor Children
Lack Proper Nutrition

TOKYO, (AP) The effects of
the great earthquake and fire of
loss are nIIII being felt by Ihe
children of Tokyo.' Investigators
of Ihe Child Welfarfi fleet Inn of
the Tokyo Munleiualily report lhal
more than ilu percent of Ihe child-
ren under seven years of age In

the slum tniarterit have been found
to be unhealthy edher because of
under nourishment or diseases of
various kinds. There Is every In-

dication, says the report, that the
situation will become worse unless
immediate stops are taken to care
for ihose housed in the poorer

of the city.
"The most liuineiliiitn cause of

the unhealthy conditions of Ihe
children." said lOimntsu Okaaukl,
head of the Child Weliare Section,
"is Ihe fact that, they huve not
been fed so well as they were the
following the great earthquake.
This was especially the cane dur-
ing (he period when the city wus

beginning to.be rebuilt. Just be-

fore that, Ihe children In the slum
districts had been fairly well fed
with supplies sent to Ihein by re-

lief organ IkhI ion all over Ihe
world. Later, however, many
poor families were brown on
(heir own sources. In addition,
the present employment situation,
which has led (o an almost to-

tal lack of work for wives of la-

borers, has still further depleted
the Incomes of Hu poor families.

"Another cause .'of i,io."' poor
health of the children, is that they
have been forced to play in the
ruins of Honjo and Fukagawa,
and ninch of what Hcems sand and
solid ground Is In reality nothing
but Ihe ashes of the buildings (n

(hose suburbs. All green grow-
ing things In (hi'se dlslrlcts had
been destroyed by Ihe fire and
the wind raises the dust for the
children to breathe."
