The habitual user of slang may be accused of
ignorance of his own language.

The claim that slang is more expressive lhaii the ordin-rr- y

word for the same notion is open to criticism. It is
the nature of slang to Is- - new and so not always clear to
the one who hears il. lie may be, like the compiler of
a dictionary of slang, who, read in an American newspaper
that "a man seen out in the rain with a jag." and defined
the word "jag" ns "a .small umbrella." But it is prububly
tlii3 to tho schoolboy. . .. .... .,.
