If La Grande is going to have a curfew law, The
is in favor of enforcing that law. Andjf it is to be

enforced, pai-ent-
s must bo held responsible for the contin-

ued violations of its provisions by their children. If, for
second or third offense, parents were haili into court and
fined five dollars and costs, their children would lie seen
on the street less lute at night. If they do not
feel the moral resiMinsibility,. perhaps they .could be made
to feel the financial responsibility. Amending the present
curfew ordinance in some such manner is the only way
that enforcement and observance can accomplish the desired
good. It is a problem that readily offers itself to parent-teach-

associations, civic bodies, churches, etc., for a bene-
ficial solution.
