rourth class shipments ami
cents for fifth vAmm shipments.

The railroads were ordered lo
adhere strictly to the sralo

Aft to traffic moving on commo-
dity freight rules, however, which
Includes a variety of material such
as canned goods, vegetables, oils,
machinery, iron and steel, sonar
beverages, metals and building ma-

terials the railroads were given
considerable discretion. They were
authorized to fix rates on these
commodities moving north or south
at a point "not, less than ten cents
per hundred pounds higher- than
mtrfl contemporaneously maitvtain
ed on line traffic by standard
steamer llnea operating between
tho said ports."

Father Lon
organ addressed the students on t ho
subject of militarism, denouncing
piieificls on the grounds that tho
very theory ol pacifism, is herescy,
since it puts sately of body before,
soul. Tho speaker composed t ho
soul of a. nation to t lie soul of
man, saying hat honor wan the.
nation's soul, ami that to main-
tain it, respect must be maintained,
