Again
the patient may Seek medical ad-
vice because of extreme, nervous-
ness. In other patients the heart
beats too fast and there Is short-
ness of breath. Some patients feel
a peculiar sensation t of warmth
over the (mdy nnd. excessive

an Certain areas of the
skin surfdee.

In the case of goiter proiluced by
the deficiency or absence of iodine
In a locality, one would naturally
deduce that this typo could be
cured hy taking it In food or water.
Tt hns been found, however, that
the u so of iodine in some en ses
may light up serious
1n glands ordinarily , harmless.
Perhaps the routine use of Iodine
should be limited to taking tt ns a
preventive measure In localities
where goiter is prevalent.
