Slam will be made oftener than
once in fifty deals, but .a largo
percent ago of slams aro due to
somea rortunato break which can-
not be foreseen by the bidders dur-
ing tho auction; so It must be ad-

mitted that any of tho slam-bld-

ing conventions which would seri-
ously Interfere, with reaching, the
soundest final declaration for the
combined hands, would work badly
In forty-nln- o hands out of fifty
oven If it led a slam bid and made
once In fifty times. That would
be a serious enough condemnation
of sucfi a system ot bidding, but
that is not all. ,

Tho chances arc that hi the fif-

tieth hand in which tho slam can
be sanely bid fur and safely made,
partners will be able' to reach tho
slum by sound non-sla- bidding
just as surely as with tho aid of
theso unusual systems.
