Here is a threat combined with a rather obvious statement
of truth. The presence of foreign troops probably annoys the
Chinese as much as the presence of foreign troops iii this
or any other country in case of civil war would annoy the

'native population and home government.
Outside powers, including our own, naturally hesitate to

Hythdraw their troops, in view of the demands of their na-
tionals in China for protection, and the record of Chinese outr
rages in formes crises. Yet it must le admitted that the
Chinese lately have shown rcmaikable tolerance in their treat-
ment of foreigners, and in many other ways au unexpected
degree of cnlightment and sense of their foreign obligations

, ; It may be that if the dominant Chinese authorities were
f treated now.as representatives of a responsible and civilized

they would act accordingly. The evidence in
that direction is so strong- that experiments are wrth while
Some concessions, at least, can be made, if America and other
westeni powers are to get along amicably with China here-
after. That country will not much lunger endure loingtreated as inferior, any more than Japan does. Thov have
ft right to demand what we would demand under similar
circumstances and are doing.
