In 3 927 nearly 7U00 people died
In Chicago of heart disease and a
large percentage of these deaths
wan due to chronic myocarditis.
Tho time to guard against this
dreud dlNcnse is before fifty years
of age. It it caused by Home chron-
ic infection, at times sybills, and
as a rule by habitual overeating
and Insufficient exercise, which
factors combine to lessen the vital-
ity uf. the heart muscle imd to In-

crease its lubor. ti

The first symptoms appear In
the sixth decade of life or later and
usually the left side of the heart
i tho first to give way. When itjfalls properly to draw the blood
from the lungs and throw It Into
the general circulation while thej
uii cumjieiuni rigni siue conunues

pouring a normal amount of blood
into the lungs, a congestion of these
organs Is the logical result. The
patient then complains either of!
shortnesH of breath on exertion or.
of moriliniz find pvuninir nninrh nr'
of slight attacks of shortness ofj
urea in, cougu una expectoration or I

white or hlood-tdaine- d froth or fi-

nally of severe nightly attacks of
choking, coughing, and spitting of
a more or less abundant amount off
white or pink froth. Later on the!
right side of the heart also begins
to fall and less blood is thrown Into
the lungs. As a consequence the
respiratory Hyinptoms abate- and
congestion takes place In those or-

gans which empty their blood
through tho largo veins into the
right heart.

The stomach, the liver, the kid-
neys, the lower extremities are af-
fected in turn, and the patient com-

plains of fulness and distress nfter
men Is, pain in the region of the
liver, scanty urination, and finally
of swelling of tbe feet.

Considerable improvement Is to
be expected if the heart Is relieved
by rest, food restriction, and free
cathtrsis, und if ft is stimulated by
the proper use of ordinary heart
remedies. The periodic examina-
tion would, however, hnve discov-
ered the cause and prevented all
the trouble.
