," Some one, us a popular cartoonist frequently reminds us,

is always taking the joy out of life; and among the most
implacable purveyors of gloom are the concocters of statistics.
Most of us can lake figures or leave .them alone; but these
infatuated persons are helpless addicts of the vice, and the
issuance of n statistical report is enough to send them on a

' debauch of analysis and deduction. They are mildly intoxi-

cated, for example, by the mere announcement in a census
bureau bulletin to the effect that (hiring the year 192S the
American public spent $101(10,000 for emblems and insignia
of the multifarious organisations of the country.

Well, what of it? What if this does corroborate the tra-
ditional charge that the American is by habit a "jiner," a
rluve to the gregarious instinct and a psychological urge to
"belong" to something or other, especially if membership
endows him with a glittering uniform? The wearing of a
society's regalia is surely an innocent diversion, often sym-lxil- ic

of u lofty idealism. Kesides, there is nothing that has
a more lienefieial effect upon sufferers from an inferiority
complex.

Let a man be conscious of bis obscurity in the social
scheme, or of sulordination to a stronger personality in his
family relations, and what could be more solacing to his mind,
more stimulating to his spirit, than the privilege of appear-
ing from time to time in uniform and with a sword, even
astride a charger Democracy does make life a rather dial)
kffuir, and an occasional parade of richly caparisoned citizens
is really in the nature of a public service.
