case of extrehio necessities any
warden may be required to givebis assistance on adjoining dis-
tricts. There is no fixed bound-
ary lines between districts, the
warden nearest the fire when it is
reported taking first action.

"It Is better and cheaper to pic-ve-

a fire than it is to put it mil
after once started." Mr. Morehead
said. "The entire organization is
required t'o be available for fire
suppression at all times.
