GILLINGHAM, Kug., July 12.

(AP) While laughing thousands
watched what they thought part of
a fire, fighting show, boy naval
cadets and firemen were burned to
death, here last night. Six were ser-

iously injured und woro taken to
St. Bartholomew hospitat in aid of
which the fete had been held.

Fire Over In ft Minutes
In five minutes the flames had

destroyed the oil soaked canvas and
all that was left were th:; charred

clgaret manufacturers and the
weight-reducin- g properties of
smoking. The Clnclnnutt physi-
cian said he found that out or a
mixed group of professional mou,
university students und luborers,
the majority could not distinguish
tho dlfforenco in domestic or ori-

ental species of'tobacco.
'"Nicotine is not the only In-

jurious agm found! in; clgarel
smoke," Dr. Bogen said. "We find
ammonia, carbon monoxide und a

tarry substance in sufficient quan-
tities to causo Errllatton in the
nose, throat und eyes. The pres-
ence of thoso substances varies
greatly with tho manner and rule
at which tho clgaret is smoked."

The amount of clgaret left
Is an Important factor, ho

said, and the n mount of nicotine
in tho slump of a clgaret that had
been smoked with strong continu-
ous suctMti to tho
mark was found to have Increased
H6 per cent over tho uvcruge nico-

tine content.

BY CUT IN RATES

Business Transacted in
Post Office Indicates
Increase in General

. Business Here.

Postal receipts fur the fiscal year
juBt ended reached the total of
84 0,1 OR. 72 In La Grande, slightly
lower than last year, according to
announcement today by R. U.
Huron, postmjaster. The postal re-

ceipt figures for the three fiscal
years follow:

Unless one noes deeper into the'
figures, one would he Inclined to
believe that Uncle Sam's post office
business Is falling off slightly here,
hut that is far from being the truth.
Ah a matter of cold truth, the post
office business here during the last
12 months was the greatest In lo-

cal history.
Cut In Halts Responsible

The receipts In the fiscal year of
1 119 cannot be compared with the
two previous years without taking
one thing into consideration that
Ihe postal rates In l.a Urande dur-
ing the last 12 months were lower
than In either of the two preceding
years.

The postal rates In several cases
were reduced by act of congress at
the start of the present fiscal
your! In a few cases the reduc-
tion was as much as '50 per cent
and In other cases the cut was
negligible. On the whole, how
ever, it is roughly figured that-the-

reduccd postal rules decrensed the
receipts In La Grande approximate-
ly six per cent. In other words, If
the fiscal year of lllli!) had seen
postal rates at the same level as In
i;i27 and 1928, the total receipts
here would have approximated
$50,000.

Postmaster- Huron slates that
