George J. Pratt,
president of the American forestry
association, today urged govern-
ment, state and private agencies
to drastic action to prevent what
might become a national catastro-
phe. tMr.

He cited that in tho
Modoc national forest in Califor-
nia moje than 50.oOO.000 broad
feet of lumber have been burned
and more thon S.OftO acres of for-
est 'land, burned over. Another
fire la raging in Minnesota.
