New" Ordinance Adopted
by City to Become
Effective. Sept. 15

REPAIR, REMOVAL
IS AUTHORIZED

Violator May be Fined
Either $300, Sentenced
to Three Months in Jail,
or Both.

An ordinance, designed to per-
mit the forcing of eillirr repairs or
removal of- unsafe buildings or
parts of buildings, was unanimous-
ly passed at the city commission
lasl nlghi. and will become effec-
tive on ttte 15th of September.

The ordinance, which: carries a
mil net of sharp "teeth," wan rod
twice last Monday night ut an ad-

journed meeting of the com mis-

sion, and then placed on Its final
passage last evening. The nuixl-mui- ii

penally for violation of the
ordinance is u $800 fine, three
months In jail or both. In the event
that the person violating Hie or-

dinance is fined and Is unable to

pay, lie willbe required to spend
one day In jail for each

Title or Ordinance
The title of the ordinance fol-

lows: "An ordinance defining cer-

tain nuisances, providing for hear-

ings before the city commission or
before a board of arbitration, for
the abatement of such nuisances,
fur assessing the cost of nch
abatement to the property upon
w hich such nuisance existed and
for penalties for violation of the
terms of thle ordinance."

The first seel Ion provides that
any building or pint which by rea
son of fire, natural decay, del re-

live construction, neglect or any
other cause, or by reason of u dil-

apidated condition from non-us- e

and or with windows
or doors out, or unoccupied and
not in condition Jo be occupied, or
by reason of odors emanating
therefrom, or by reason of Infec-
tion from which disease may be

comiuunienlqd limiting U a men-a-

to th public htalth, welfare or
safely or endangering any person
cr property, ahull be dccKii-e- a
nuisance,

.Mii. I He Itcmmi'd
When any such building Is de-

clared to be a nuisance, necessary
repairs must be made or, if beyond
repair, then it must be removed.

Another provision is designed lo

prevent overloading of the Moors of
any building.

Tiio ordinance provides that any
w ooden building within the city,
fire limits, when damaged or de-

cayed to 4 per cent of Its value
exclusive of the foundation, or to
ftY estimated a Wove the line of the

The women
were found Inter nearly nude and
almost dead Irgm loss of blood.
