The revised plan for a national park in the lake basin area
of the Walloxya mountains deserves the study and unpreju-
diced attention of all people in Kaslern Oregon. The pres-
ent proppsal eliminates practically all grounds, for Objections
previously made regarding grazing lands and offers a develop-
ment that will mean millions of dollars to this 'section of Ore-

gon when realized.
As outlined in the news columns of The Observer yester-

day, the proposed national park area would include only
acres in the upper lake basin and would set aside only

three per cent of the area of the Whitman and Wallowa na-
tional forests. With the amount of grazing land available in
other sections of these forests, the effect on the sheep' indus-

try would be negligible, with not more than 5000 head ef-

fected.

Against this small loss of grazing land must be sot up tho
tremendous added income that would result from a national
park in Wallowa. Classified as a "three-da- y park" with
scenic and recreational advantages equal to any national park
in America, a consoi-vativ- estimate of income from tourists

Add
to this the income to be derived by outside communities from
this great increase in tourist travel, the greater industrial and
agricultural development that could come from national ad-

vertising of these? two valleys, and the expenditure of several
millions for roads both within and approaching the park
these things considered on a most conservative basis consti-
tute an economic argument in favor of the park that cannot
be denied.

For those who oppose a Wallowa national park for ihe
simple reason that they preter keeping that beautiful area
inaccessible except for the more hardy sportsmen and nature
lovers, for those who would keep this scenic resource for
themselves at the expense of the average comfort-lovin- g

tourist for these exponents to the project there is nothing of
interest in the picture. They are consciously or unconscious-
ly helping obstruct the economic growth and prosperity of
this entire area and denying to thousands of potential visitors
the inspiration that can come only from contact with Wallowa
mountain grandeur.

The establishment of a national park in this district is only
ii question of time. The public demand for more recreational
facilities handled by the federal government as other parts are
will carry this project through eventually. It can mean,
from a financial standpoint, greater income and more popu-
lation to these two counties than any single development in
Eastern Oregon history. Complete without
prejudice will make it a success within a short time.
