Hundreds of Thousands of
Dollars in Oil Land
Threatened Cause Not
Determined.

HKAL'MONT, Tex., Oct. Ill (AIM
Loss of hundreds of thousands of
dollars In oil land wus threatened
todsy through the unexplained
sinking of about seven infl'es of
land In Ihe Knur Lake oil field, '"ifi
miles west of here, which has cre-
ated u deep lake where. bnty yester-
day stretched an expanse of. .waving
marsh grass and .small trees. Sides
of the pit still wre crumbling to-

day as the fall of earth continued.
Derricks and storage tanks were

being removed from the edge of
the great hole, estimated at from

to !.".() feet deep, which filled
with water yesterday as Ihe sir-fae- e

steadily fell through hour
after hour, Thirteen wells', were
shut down and an abandoned der-
rick, a, boiler and six settling tanks
were engulfed.

.Geologists of all the larger oil
companies operating In this section
were here today to study the mud
dy lake, which hipped the very
border of the producing field.
Theories as to t Jio cause of the
phenomenon were as different as
they were numerous but the con-
census is that drainage of the Im-
mense pool of oil beneath the sur-
face, left a cavity which the sinking
crust Is filling.
