IiAKEIi "ADOPTS" FOOTBALL PLAYERS
The difficulty between the La Grande and Baker high

schools over the eligibility of several Baker players is n

matter for regret among those who enjoy clean, fair ic

sport. La Grande school officials especially regret
the necessity for a protest, filed with the state board yester-
day, but the facts of the case indicate that no other course
was open.

For some weeks the rumor of questionable football activi-

ties at the Baker school have been current. A Maker business
man admitted quite openly to a La Grande citizen that good
football players had been "brought" to Baker to bolster up
the 1929 team. A traveling salesman living in Baker ntatle
the frank statement that there was no doubt about Baker

having four or five "ringers" on the team this fall.
And now conies a strong alibi story in the Baker Democrat-

-Herald as rumblings of the impending storm reached
the ears of Baker's coach and officials. The story admits
thnt several stars of the high school football team are "new"
in school this year but consumes a column and a half of space
to explain (in the obvious phraseology of coach or school
official) that each of these valued players have been legally
iidopledin Baker nndjire therefore entirely eligible. Tho

paper goes to the length of quoting the eligibility rule re-

garding residence.
, "This wording" says the Democrat-Heral- d, "seems to
leave no doubt of the eligibility of the boys in question and
Principal Walker anticipates no successful attack on them
from this angle." Is there another angle from which he does
fear a successful attack? Should there be any question of
nn eligibility attack from any angle whatever in high school

1athletics?
Baker has been very careful to see that all the legal re-

quirements have been met in providing this new football
material. In addition to that, with a protest feared, the
Baker paper appears yesterday in a frantic effort to keep
tho school's skirts clean. It says in part:

"The other boys are under Iii Grande displeasure
because their parents do not live here, although
their legal guardians, as shown by the court records,
do. Parker's mother lives near North Powder.
Crawford and Weber are orphans who make their
own way and attend school where they can get work.
Weber and Kilers have older brothers who are Ore-

gon State graduates and friends of George Scott,
Baker coach. They want their younger kin to attend
their alma mater and want them to play football.
They were responsible for having the boys come
here, where they could be coached by an Oregon
State coach, Schisslcr's assistant last year. Filers
left Canby because he could not get certain courses
in the smaller school there." V,c, etc.

Cno need not do more Hum read the Maker paper's article
to become most suspicious of the circumstances under which
some of these football players took up an "adopted" residence
in Baker and enrolled in Maker high school. It is an unl'or- -'

tunate mess, partially disguised by compliance with the letter!
of the eligibility law. Mat there is obvious violation of the
ipirit of the law, in The Observer's opinion. Which is worse
than the foimer.

No .suggestion of "ringers" has been round in
Pendleton, La Grande or Fnl.erpri.se- -- and none in Maker in
recent yea is.

The Friday game between I.a Grande ami Maker is of
mall consequence. It will make no difference in the long

inn whether Maker wins or loses with playei-- brought to
that school by tactics outside the spirit of the eligibility
ruling. The important thing is that tactics of this kind be
tamped out, that scholastic football be kept clean. Player

importations do not fit.
If eligibility rules do not permit the stale board to rule

out such cases, legal as they may be on the surface, they
should be revised so that similar occurrences will be impos-
sible. That may not be possible this season but it should be
next. Tho goal of Oregon high school officials should be
to see that ."rin-i'- -" practices do rot become permanent.
