There is another way, even more impoitant,
I which the talkie cuomern can be of service.
18 grrestod, the polics always try to get & confession from
him.  Often they sueeeed. But we have heard so much about
the “thind degree” that jurdes sometimes do not aceept these
confessions, A prisoner on trial will repudiate his confession,
saying it was obtained through torture or mistientment
und the jury often helieves him.

Suppoge, now, that a
eonfession is shawn the jury. Instantly it hecomes perfeotly
ewident whether or not there was undue cosreion.  An im-
portant loophole foy eviminals is closed —and, at the same
Lime, the prisoner is protected from police b utality.

The “talkiv” muy well have a profound effeet on police
proeedure,
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
