To speak of tho value of pain

may appear to some as incongru-
ous. Pain Is something suffered
unwillingly, and 'avoided eagerlj
How, thn, can it have a vuluo?

There is an apparent logic In this
contention. Yet philosophers, psy-

chologists und physicians know nnd,
can point out tho value of pain.

Tho puin and pleasure theory of
behavior has been common to most
great philosophical systems. Pain
as a means of education, of condi-
tioning the reflexes, has figured
prominently in recently developed
schools of psychology.

To the physician, however, pain
t: of value In that It serves to call

to the attention of the Individual
the fact thatall Is not well with
his physical being, and further in
that It helps In making the diag-
nosis that determines what nnd
where the trouble is.

The diseases which are painless
In ihelr early stages are among
tho must destructlvbe. Most can-
cers, for example, at least In their
beginning, aro painless.

Tuberculosis Ih seldom associ-
ated with definite pains, like those,
say, of an infected finger. The va-

rious forms of heart disease, too,
aro seldom, painful In tho early
stages. Ami these three disease
groups lead as agents of destruc-
tion.

In tho light of this, It behooves
us not t,o mask our pujns nor to
dull them with sedatives or other
chemical agents, until such time uh
the cause has been diagnosed and
appropriate treatment instituted.

In this sense of the various
practiced, the nnalges-h'- S

(remedines that relievo pain)
land sedatives are among the most
dangerous. There are on record
many grievous conditions whoso
exlslenco could have been discov-
ered ami probably suitably treated,
lint vtlilr.il Ihwmm.ua lli,P
masked by sedatives and the like,
could not be recognized in time.
