J. E. Bennett Is
Speaker Today
At Forum Lunch

Candidate for Governor
Favors Simplification of
Government and Trad- -

ing at Home.

Simplification of government and
trading at home were two of the
p'unks in the platform presented
today at the chamber of eonwneree
forum luncheon in the l.a Grande
hotel by .Senator J. K. Bennett, re-

publican candidate for governor.
Mr. Hennelt was accompanied by

his wife on his present trip into
Kasiern Oregon. 'He is making his
campaign for the republican nom-

ination on the basis of his record
In the .state legislature and his
speech today devoted considerable
time to men l ion of his record in
the legislature in the house in
i'.l2'J and the senate in i:i'2t.

In reference to simplification of
government, Senator Hen net t

pointed out that new commissions
and officers are springing into be-

ing with each new law, increasing
tin cost of government.

Touching upon unemployment,
he said that this causes yo per
cent of the state's ilis, and In. ref-
erence to agriculture he said that
he believes that the trouble is not

but rattier under-
consumption. He is opposed to
lowering the salaries of wage earn-
ers, contending that this reduces
their purchasing power and results
in unrest, and worse conditions.

Envoi's lucoiuo Tax
Senator llennett favors an In-

come lax for Oregon modeled after
the Tcderal income tax. but calling
for only one-ha- lf of the amount
levied by Uncle Sum,- Although he
voted for the Intangibles, excise
and present state income taxes, he
said that he believed his plan for
an income tax would bring in ns
much as ut present with less over-
head.

Senator llennett was the author
of the hilt that changed the time
for licensing automobiles from
January to .fitly, and he explained
why he regarded this as a measure
that resulted in savings of much
money for the state, besides bring-
ing in larger revenues and opening
the way for further" reduction in
license fees,

Opposes to .Mergers '

He expressed hluiseir as oppascd
to the present type of mergers,
chains, monopolies, etc., and re-

gards these as a menace to the in-

dividualism of American business.
Speaking of .the. highway situa-

tion, he said that he favors good
roads but believes that, the time
has come when wo must "stop, look
and listen" and then hulld tpiallly
roads Instead or (inutility. Floating
of more bonds for improvements
in general should not be altmpted
ut present unless the demands are
necessary, ho said, as high fixation
affects now only the many who
pays the taxes, but the working and
business conditions as well.

In this case the
plaintiff demanded that rill legal
voters, regardlefs of whether they
were taxpayers, be allowed to vote
on a. ?6, 500.000 bridge bond issue
in Multnomah county un .May 1G.

The suit was an original man-
damus prooceedln;. Justice Hand

'wrote the opinion.
Tlie gist of the court's reasoni-

ng; ir. that it would- be illogical
ami contrary to tlte intent of the
constitution for all. legal voters,
legardlcss of whether they were'
taxpayers t be nllowcj to sign
initial ivc or referendum petitions,
and them for only laxpayerB to bo
allowed In vote on the measure.

The court's holding
: that the

Kddy act .violates the Initiative
and referendum provisions upholds
the contention of the plaintiff in
tho case. '

317 DEATHS
Of ficials Believe Ohio

Penitentiary Tragedy of
Incendiary Origin.

HEROIC RESCUES
MADE BY GUARDS

Tales of Heroism and of
Costly Hesitancy Told
Today One Guard is
Suspended.,

COLUMBUS, O.. Apr.- 22 (AP)
Tales of heroism and of costly

hesitancy were told today within
tho grey grim walls of the Ohio
penitentiary where 317 convicts,
locked in thoir cells, were burned
to death and suffocated lust night
in one of tho most life destroying
fires In American history. And an
tho guards and Inmates of tho
prison recounted the vivid detail,
an official state commission ap-

pointed by Governor Cooper sought
to learn what caused the blaze and
why the locked In prisoners wero
not. llbemtod tn time to escape.

In tho horticultural building at
tho state fair grounds, scores of
undertakers worked .to proparo tho ,

victims for burial. Tho Identity
of 276 of the dead convicts has
boon established.. Tho others,
trapped in their flro bound cells, .

wore so badly burned identifica-
tion was almost Impossible.

MindlcHH or Own Safety,
Convict, hero en and prison guard

hordes wero described time and
again today by the hundreds of In-

mates who escaped death. Theso
men, loosed In the big prison yard,
when the flames ;broko out In tho

Thomas Watkinson, a guard who
wan charged with refusing to give
up the keys to prisoners who
wished to invade tho inferno,
brought his suspension today by
Warden Preston IS.

klnson,.ono of two guards on duty
In tho section where death took
Un greatest toll, was suspondod
ponding Investigation.

Two Guairtls' Praised '

Prisoners and guards ugreed to-

day that tho two outstanding
heroen of tho disaster were Guards
Tom Llttlo and W. C Baldwin.
Theso m,en, braving the deadly
smoko, and heat, wont Into tho
blazing tiers and liberated con-
victs until they wore overcome and
had to bo rescued by convlctH par-
ticipating in. the rescue work.

"Big Jim" Morton was anothor
whoso praises wero sung. The
former Cleveland bunk robber un-

hesitatingly flirted with death as
ho dashed in and out of tho flam-
ing building, carrying un uncon-
scious follow prisoner. And "Big
Jim" kept up his heroic struggle
against tho odds until he ho fell
a victim to smoke and heat, lie
was, revived and today was on the
rouU to recovery. -

Mmy Others
Cither unnamed heroes, whiles

and negroes, all clrtd In prison
garb, wero in tho ranks of tho
fearless.

More than 130 other prisoners
wero In tho penitentiary hospital
and a scoro ot these were in u
critical condition from burns und
from Htuoke they inhaled while fire
raged In parts of four cell blocks.

Tho penHentiary homed 4300
convicts, some 2 BOO above the
capacity for which it was intend-
ed, when the fire, believed of In-

cendiary origin, and fanned by a
stiff wind, swept through tho up-

per tiers of tho four blocks,
spreading death and suffering in
Its wake.

Convicts ItcleoHMl
The flames wore discovered

shortly before &:30 p. mi. Within
several hours tho flro had been
brought under control but the suf-
focating smoke continued to tako
Its toll among the convicts. In
the adjoining eel! blocks men
rcreamed tn be released. And
whf-- the prison officials capltu- -

to their demands the wide
penitentiary yard became a stream-
ing mass of gray ctuthed men.
