Force of Storm Felt in
Virtually all Sections of
State Property Loss,
is Heavy.

Sixty-si- x persons were killed, many
were injured and property damage
estimated at more than $roo.ooo
caused by u. tornado which struck
In Central anil South Texas lub
yeaterday, u partial check revealed
today.

Striking yesterday afternoon, the
tornado took tho greatest toll of
life at Krost, In Wast Central Texas
and at Uungo In South Central
Texas. Tho force of the storm was
felt In virtually all sections of th
state. N'avarro. McLcnnuti
and Kills futilities in Central Tex- -

ax and Karnes in tho southern part
of the state born the brunt of the
storm.

Working in Debris
National guardsmen, firemen and

volunteers were working early to-

day in the debris at l"rost where
It was feared the death list would
mount higher. Nearly every build-
ing in tho town wan demolished.

Descending on from a
southwesterly direction the tornado
passed over a residential section,
including a school house, and then
razed virtually every one of about
thirty business housoa. Telegruph,
telephone and electric wins were
torndown by the wind, which was

CongreKfllonal delegations of
Oregon, Washington and Montana
today received a messago signed
by 8H I'nclfiu northwest logging
and lumber firms demanding that
they join In accomplishing tho de-

feat of the tariff measure If ttenis
for tho protection oC the lumber
industry aro not restored to the
bill.

Tho message, which followed tho
defeat of duties on lumber and
sblngles in tho houso of represent- -

nttves, stated that the lumbermen
regarded tho present status of tho
tariff controversy as conclusive
evidence that there was a "total
disregard of western Interests by
'representatives in congress from
tho cast."

Another section of the lengthy
telegram, sent last night after a
conference between representatives
of the 38 concerns, slated that the
lumber tariff "Is being used a a
political football."
