BOSTON ( A P) Prohibition en-

In Milder Sections, Grain
. is Filling, Crop

Report Says.
POHTIJVNl). Ore., Juno 11 AP)
Tho United States department of

agriculture, weather bureau, is-

sued its weekly summary of wea-

ther and crop conditions today as
follows:

Homo rain fell In northwestern
counties early' in the week, and
later there wore a few widely scat-

tered thunder showers, but thcro
waa little Intereferenco with farm
work on account of rain, and In
sum central and southern counties
the soil is quite dry. During most
of tho week there was abundant
sunshine, and day temperatures ot
SO degrees or higher were quite
common.

Cereals: Winter wheat is most-

ly headed and In the. milder sec-

tions is filling. Kxcept In
counties whero moisture is

scarce ll is making good advance,
though somo fields are thin and
others aro weedy. Oats are begin-
ning lo head. The warmer wea-
ther has resulted In Improvement
of corn and somo fields in the
south are being cultivated.

Fruits; Theh eight of tho straw-
berry season is past in northwest-
ern counties. Cano fruits aro do-

ing well but show much winter In-

jury. Thinning of apples and
pears is In progress. Cherries aro
ripening In small quantities..

Meadows, Pastures and Ituuges:
Cutting of alfairu and clover made
belief progress due to warmer
weather. "Tho second crop Is mak
ing u good start In southern coun-
ties. There Is abundant feed on
tho ra nge it ml domestic pastures
In the Willamette, valley and coast
counties aer good.

Livestock: Warmer "weather
was favorable for sheep shearing,
which Is nearly or qullo finished
In many places. Stock Is doing
well In all sections. Conditions
have been favorable for turkeys.

Miscellaneous: Karly potatoes
In bloom In the south. Plant-

ing for l lie ma In crop continues.
Tho stand of melons has been re-

duced by cold weather, but condi-
tions during tho week wero favor-abl- o

for melons arl gardens. Flux
Is malting a rank growth. 1 lops
aro tiding well. Celery Is unusu-
ally well advanced.'
