In health. Hut excess temperature,
or failure of the heat regulating
mechanism of the body may result
ih ono of three rather soiiou.. Jieat
discuses.

The mildest one is heal
cramp.

It overtakes those who do hard
muscular work In hot places and
consists of cramps or pains in the
muscles which are used the most.
Heat era nips are not followed by
serious results except discomfort,
which may last for several days.

Tho obvious treatment for heat
cramp I to Ktop work and rest in
a cool place.

Heal slroke and sun stroke arc
the other two serious conditions.

H,eai stroke Js usually due lo
exposure to heat, especial-

ly to the .sun's rays, combined with
oer-aeiMi- y of the body.

tu heal slroke Ihe victim is

either unconscious or delirious. He

usually has a hish fever (which Is

ono of the distinguishing points
bet w ecu heat stroke and sun
Mrokei ami I coxered with per-

spiration. He brent lies with tlilli-- t

uliy.
The sufferer's Immediate need is

to be eooled.
