Dana Tells Of
New Zealand's

Dairy Industry
Portland Man Speaks- - At

Pleasant Grove Meeting
Board of Directors Is

Elected.
Marshall N. Dana, associate editor

of the Oregon Journal, was speaker
yesterday to the members of the
Farmers Cooperative creamery at
Pleasant Grove. Mr. Dana told of
his trip to New Zealand where he
Investigated the dairy Industry in
the Interests of the Oregon dairy In-

dustry to see what was the secret,
If any, of the success of the Industry
In New Zealand. Mr. Dana was in-
terested In Interpreting the success
for Oregon dairymen because New
Zealand had been successful in
building a marvelous Industry, ship-
ping butter all the way around the
world and competing successfully In
the world markets with manufact-
urers such as the Danes who are
much nearer the centers of popu-
lation.

He pointed out the secrets of their
success as follows: First was qual-
ity, which was insured by not only
local Inspectors of dairys but by
government inspectors who had to
put their stamp of approval on all
shipments before they left the coun-
try Second, they had developed
pasture growing, on their own farms
to the highest possible efficiency
through fertilizing and careful se-

lection of grass adapted to Heavy
grazing. The next thing was cli-

mate,- which is much like that of
tho Western Oregon coast, with rain
almost every month in tho year and
In a great abundance which is very
suitable for growing grass and there-
fore aids dairying.

Efficiency One Point
Efficiency was their next point.

They milk in small milking sheds
near the pastures, bringing cows In
a few at a time, milking with ma-
chines, milk going through pipes
into containers which are taken, to
tho factories. After milking, the
cows are Immediately turned. Into
the pasture again and another group
brought in for milking. The last
point is the cooperation which has
been developed by manufacturers of
butter to the very highest efficiency.
AU dairies operated by the farmers
are under the direction of the gov-
ernment. Inspection is furnished by
tho government and partly paid for
by the producers.

Elgin Men Each Fined
;;$1(X)0 in Federal court' ;' on Liquor Charges j

PORTLAND, Ore., July 31 Donald
E. Myers and 'Forrest Ryder, Elgin,
Ore., defendants on liquor charges.

.were found guilty yesterday on two
counts each by a jury in reaerni
Judge McNary's court and were sent-
enced to pay a fine of 8500 on each
count, a total of $1000 each for the
two counts. No Jail sentence was
imposed by Judge McNary as the re- -

suit of a recommendation for leni-

ency which accompanied the Jury's
verdict.

The case was one of the hardest- -

fought prohibition cases in federal
court in recent years, and was a re-

trial of the same charges against the
two men' in June when another Jury
disagreed after staying out over

night.
The second trial, opeiud on Wed-

nesday, July 23, and continued
through until 10:30 a. m. Tuesday,
July 29, when it wont to the Jury.
Tho Jury considered the case all day
Tuesday and Tuesday night, and re-

turned to the courtroom at 10 a. m.
vestcrday. when further Instructions
were asked of Judge McNary. An
hour and one-ha- lf later tho Jury re-

turned with its verdict.
Defendants Lucky, Hoys Judge

In passing tho sentence, Judge
McNary stated he took into consid-
eration the Jury's recommendation,
but ho felt that the defendants were
extremely fortunate in being found
guilty only of possession of a still
and possession of liquor, because in
possession of these objects they
would bo presumed to have operated
the still and to have transported the
liquor, both of which were charges
upon which they were acquitted.

The two trials had been extremely
expensive for both the defendants
and the federal government, due to
tho fact that approximately 40 per-
sons were brought from Elgin, 300
miles cast of Portland, to this city
to testify during tho two trials, and
many of them had to remain In
Portland for several days during each
trip.

The
Grant power site Is about 16 miles
west of Klamath Falls.

Luper said there was no doubt
that the applications would be
granted with reservations for tho
protection of irrigation Interests
above the power sites. Luper thinks
the program of the power company
has been formulatetd to cover a per-
iod of about 28 years. The company
has before the federal power com-
mission applications for license to
uso right of way on federal land,
which, it is understood, will be
granted as soon as state approval of
tho applications now before the en-
