Chief Justice Hughes Says

Administration of
Justice Lacking.

WARNS ATTORNEYS
OF RESPONSIBILITY

Savs Encroachment Upon
State Authority Should
be Resisted With Deter-
mination.

CHIOAOO. Aug. 22 (AV-T- he na-
tion's greatest need, ln the opinion
of Its ohlef Justice, la Improvement
ln adminlstatlon of justice, especial-
ly of criminal law.

Chief Justice Charles Kvp-n- Hughes
addressing the 63rd annual meeting
of the American Bar association, lost
night warned the country's lawyers
they could not esoape "special re-

sponsibility" In bringing About the
improvement.

"A quickened bar, alert to Its pow-
er and responsibility, can secure
honest, able and fearless prosecuting
officers, magistrates and Judges," he
said. "Our government Is one of
laws through men, and most of our
problems ln administration of the
criminal law could be solved by the
selection of competent men, free from
the corrupting Influences of fear and
favor."

Hpeakft Over Radio
The ohlef Justices address, a wel-

come to foreign guests of the bar as-

sociation, was heard by a nationwide
radio audience as well as the thous-
ands who packed the Civic Opera
House. Mr, Hughes greeted the vis-
itors from other countries as "col-
laborators ln the greatest of human
causes, the cauee of a Just peace."

Concerning administration of crim-
inal law, Chief Justice Hughes said:
"More Important that uniform laws,
or mere changes ln procedural de-
tails, more necessary than any state-
ment of the law, Is the fostering of
rospect for law Itself, and maintaln-anc- e

of the primary safeguards of life
and property against organized crim-
inal assaults, against the debauch-
ing of our Institutions by the capital-
ization of crime. .

"Most essential is tho robust sen-
timent which, regardless of the dif-
ferences of political parties arid pol-
icies, demands purity and competence
In offlolal action, without which all
democratic efforts aro futile."

The chief. Justice, said encroach-
ments upon ntato authority should
be resisted "with' the same intelli-
gent determinations that which de-

mands the national authority .should
be fully exercised to meet .national,
heeds."

Cause of. Most
Oregon Deaths

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 22 (Spe-
cial) Tho department of commerce
announces that there were 10,668
deaths In Oregon during 1020 as com-

pared with 10,480 ln 1938.
No death rates for 1020 have been

computed because any rates based on
population estimates made at this
time would bo unreliable and would
probably have to be materially re-

vised as soon as tho 1030 censuB fig-
ures become available .

While there has boon a greater
number of deaths ln Oregon each
year from 1020 to 1020, the rate of
lnoreaso each yonr has boon consider-
ably less. The particular causes
which, showed steady Increases ln
numbers were measles, Influenza, dis-
eases of the heart, hernia, intestinal
obstruction, ccrobral hemorrhage and
Boftening, and also deaths, from ac-

cidents. '
Diseases of the Heart (2,130) wore

ut onKVjtho principal causes of death
in 10H1). but worn more than double
the number from cancer (1,016),
which ranked nocond. Increases from
102a were shown for appendicitis and
typhlitis and for nephritis.

Tuberculosis showed a continuous
decrease from 1020, tho most marked
of which was from 1028 to 1020;
other decreases from 1028 were for
syphilis, cancer, diabetes, mellltus,
pneumonia, all forms, and for diarr-
hea and enteritis, under 2 years, for
which tho number of deaths ln 1020
was leas than half tho number ln
1038. a

The accidental deaths which show-
ed the greatest Increases In number
from 1028 to 1930 were from burns
and falls, and those which decreased
moat wero from drowning, machinery
accidents, and automobile accidents.
