LAW ENFORCEMENT REPORT
After almost two years of exhaustive studv of conditions

arising since adoption of the Eighteenth Amendment, Presi- |

dent Hoover's law enforcement commission has submitted

its findings, and while the report indicates that the mem-|

bers of the commission are not entively in accord, a carveful
reading of the observations of each reveals the fact that
almost every conmissioner recognizes the benefits that
have aeerued to the individual and to the country under the
prohibition law,

Especial attention is divected By Chairman Wickersham
to the fact that for seven yeurs there was imperfect enforce-
ment and that the re-organization program has been under
way for less than three years, which has not been sufficient
time to give it a fair trial,

While individual conmissioners have their own sugges-
tions as to how improvements may be muade, the entire com-
mission is agreed that the licensed saloon must never again
be permitted.

In analyzing the report President Hoover carefully points
out the salient facts and says:

“1 am in unity with the spirit of the report in seeking
coustructive steps to advance the national ideal of eradica-
tion of the social and econogiic and political evils of this
teaffic to preserve the gains that have been made and to
