Student Leaders Demand

POLICE RUSHED
TO UNIVERSITY

Legionnaires of Spain and
Group of Young Men
Clash But no One Re-

ported Hurt.

MADRID, Jan.' 22 W Disorders
broke out among students In tho Uni-

versity of Madrid today. Student lead-

ers In fiery addresses demanded the
establishment of a republic In Spain.

Despite the continuation of mar-
tial law. proclaimed during recent
revolutionary attempts, about 3000
student members of tho university
scholars federation struck as a protest
against the government.

Meetings were held in the univer-
sity buildings and tho monarchy de-

nounced.
No serious fighting was reported.
Heavy police detachments were

rushed to tho university to prevent
manifestations outside the buildings.

It was reported that tho students
had sent representatives to other uni-
versities throughout Spain to agitate
for a general university strike next
Saturday.

This afternoon a group of students
and members of a monarchlel organ-
ization called the Legionnaires of
Spain, opposed to radical doctrines,
clashed and stones were thrown. No
Injuries resulted.

Later guards repulsed the efforts
of manifestations to seize a portrait
of King Alfonso hanging In the uni-

versity. Many professors sided with
their pupils, refusing to hold cl' es.

Government officials and unlverslts
authorities conferred on the situa-
tion this afternoon.

Present Problem, Gom-mission- er

Mead Says, is
to Get Money For Con-
tracted Projects.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 22 fjf) Pro-
jects for providing the reclamation
bureau with funds for the continua-
tion of contracted work took shape
today in two quarters.

Chairman Thomas, of the Benate
reclamation committee, urged Presi-
dent Hoover to support a postpone-
ment of repayment to the treasury of
$5,000,000 by the bureau.

Funds for these projects were In
cluded in the interior department
oui, now pending, but the money is
taken from the Income of the bur-
eau Instead of tho treasury. The in-
come will not meet the estimates for
the projects.

Secretary Wilbur conferred with
Reclamation Commissioner Mead and
a western congressional delegation on
plans for asking an emergency ap-
propriation for the bureau. No public
announcement of the amount was
made.

- Funds Are Needed.
Unless funds are provided, bureau

contractors will be forced to lay off
i.&to employes on February i, Mead
said. He had previously announced
tne oureau wouia nave to curtail lis
1031 construction program because of
delayed collections from Irrigation
districts and dwindling oil royalty
payments. Tho bureau is required to
repay funds advanced from income.

Thomas asked that in audition to
delaying tho $5,000,000 payment, an
equal amount already returned to the
treasury be refunded to tho Dureau.
In all. the treasury has advanced the
bureau $20,000,000 of which $10,000,- -
000 has been returned.

The present problem, Mead said, is
to get funds for carrying on projects
for which contracts havo been let or
upon which bids have been asked.

Among tnose ne considered most.
Important were tho Kittitas division
of the Yakima, Wash., project, $500,-00- 0;

the Vale project, Oregon, $200,- -
000 and others.

County Dog Tags
Due, Clerk Says

The county clerk reminds dog own-
ers of Union county, whether resi-
dents of La Grande or not, that theymust purchase new licenses for the
year 1931. And the sooner the bet-
ter, for the price of ltcensos for

dogs is now $3, and for male
dogs $2; but after March 1, as pro-b- y

Claude L. Berry Makes
Survey From His Own
E xperiences in La
Grande District.

The expenditure for labor and the
profit to the grower for a five-ac-

tract of either cherries or strawber-
ries Is enormous compared to other
products, Claude L. Berry, who has
made a detailed survey of the indus-
try, states. Mr. Berry has a small
farm of his own and has compiled
statistics from his own personal ex-

perience .to show the expenses and
the net gain connected with five
acres of srawberrles and cherries, and
his estimate is very conservative, he
states.

The strawberry season usually lasts
during the month of June. Mr. Berry
states that 4t0 crates may be grown
o Hi .one acre of ground planted with
strawberries. Thirty-fiv- e cents per
crate or (140.00 per acre Is expended
for picking alone. Sixty dollars has
been allowed for Incidentals, for ex-

tra help, for grading and drayage,
making a total of $300.00 per acre
or 81,000.00 per five acres for ex-

penses, which amount would be ex-

pended to benefit tho local payroll.
Crates and cups In which the

strawberries are marketed cost 25
cents a piece, Mr. Berry states, and
for tho 400 crates which are grown
on ono acre, a total expenditure of
$100.00 would be made', making a
grand total of $500.00 "paid out" on
five acres of strawberry land.

The total overhead cost for one
acre is $300.00, Mr. Berry's statistics
show. The grower on the average
receives $2.00 per crate for his prod-
uct, making the total Income on ono
acre which bears 400 crates. $800.00.
After the $300.00 total overhead 1b

taken from the returns, the grower
realizes a profit of $600.00 per acre,
or a net profit of $2,600.00 for his five
acres of strawberries, which Mr. Ber-
ry believes Is a very conservative es-

timate.
The profit which Mr. Berry figures

from five acres of cherries is approxi-
mately the same as that from five
acres of strawberries, or $2,600.00.
Pull bearing trees yield five tons of
cherries, which are picked for 1

cents a pound during their season In
July, or $30.00 per ton. Five tons,
at $30.00. would make the total pick-
ing expense for one acre $150.00.

Mi'. Berry also allows $45.00 for a

help for grading, orchard boss,
drayage, and other Incidentals, which
makes a total expense of $105.00 per
acre, or about $1,000.00 per five acres.

The average selling price Is ap-
proximately seven cents per pound,
Mr. Berry points out, or $140.00 per

fer was similar. Shell and Veltex In-

cluded this provision but without the
maximum clause, and also provided
that if gasoline prices Increased
above prevailing prices, the city
would be expected to meet the raise.
Standard and Texas offered straight
bids.

The bids were opened at 6 o'clock
and a number of oil company repre-
sentatives were in attendance.

against legislative passage of tho
measure. T. E. Daniels, of Modford,
led the delegations from Jackson and
Josephine counties favoring the bill,
while Roderick Maclcay, of Portland,
,led the opposition.

Statements that fish In the Roguo
river were being depleted and unless
action Is taken, the stream as a sport
fishing one would not be worthy of
the name, and that 00.000 people in
tro upper valley cut down tho high
cost of living by angling in that
stream, were made by the Medford,
Ashland and Grants Pass party. Coos
and Curry county speakers presented
figures and statements to show that
oommerclal fishing did not deprive
tho upper regions of fish, but to tho
contrary, stroam pollution, irrigation
ditches, and riffles which tho fish
cannot swim were tho causes, If any,
of depletion. "You can not legislate
fish up the river," George D. Chcno-wotl- i,

of Gold Beach, declared in his
arguments.

Daniels opened tho arguments In
support of tho bill by stating that
stream pollution did not kill the fish,
and that commercial fishing must
cease If the tourists will continue to
come to Oregon for sport fishing. J.

SIX BANDITS ROB

SPEEDING TRAIN

Florida-Boun- d Passen
gers Lose Gash and
Jewelry. Worth $3000.

BELLEFONTAINE, O., Jan., 32 W)
Working with quiet but grim pre-

cision, six train bandits routed sleep-
ing Florida-boun- d passongers from
their berths as a Big Four train
neared hero early today, shot one
man and made away with cash and
Jewelry with a combined worth of
93000.

Evidently timing the holdup well
In advance, the gunmen, all masked
and armed. Invaded tho next to tho
last Pullman of the No. 0 train, on
routo from Detroit to Cincinnati. Ono
man who shouted in alarm was shot
and critically wounded and tho re-

maining six passengers wore mar-
shalled In the drawing room with tho
porter and a brakeman.

Ono robber stood guard while tho
rest went through tho car, snatching
money and valuables. As the, train
slowed down for Bellefontalne, they
leaped from the rear air and disap-
peared Into the darkness. The tlmo
between their leap and tho arrival of
tho train was sufficient for them to
make good their escape- dcsplto the
vigilant search for them by deputy
sheriffs, police and railroad detec-
tives. '

Tho man shot wns Edwin K. Nelson,
of Tampa, Fla; Ho shouted when
aroused and was ordered to ''keep
quiet." Hp shouted again and was
shot, the . tnillet, nterctng his right
arm and tMfetr-H- watr In a serious
condition today with a punctured
lung.

While the robbors lelsuroly went
through tho car, Brakoman Morris
came through and immediately Joined
the prisoners.

Tho robbery occupied about an
hour while tho train proceeded from
Carey, about 45 males north of horo,
to Bollofontaino. They disturbed no
other car. Railroad detoctivos thought
tho robbers probably climbed aboard
while a halt was made at Carey for
coal. Officials surmised tho men had
an automobile waiting for them
hero.

After an hour's delay, tho train
went on to Cincinnati, whero the
robbed car was to bo routed on to
Florida.

she was described as Hollywood's
newest Cinderella.

HUTVerfly," "Siberia," and '"Unseeing
Eyes," during tho next decade estab-
lished her as ono of flimdom's fore-
most.
