SALEM, Jan. 28 (Unanimity of
opinion in favor of old age pensions,
with differences only in the method
of raising funds for the execution of
the plan, were expressed at the pub-
lic hearing held last night on the
pension measure now before the
house. The hearing room was crowd-
ed and many who wished ,to be heard
before the Joint constitutional law
committee, could not get into the
hearing room. ,

The measure under consideration
provides for relief of $30 a month
for dependent persons who have
reached the age of 65 years, and who
qualify .in other respects to the
measure. The cost, the bill provides,
would be borne by the various coun-
ties from which applications are re-

ceived, and that the county judge
would perform the duties of pension
commissioner.

12 States Have Law
Twelve spates of the Union have

adopted an e pension law and.
10 others are considering legislation,
it was stated by Judge Ashby Dixon,
of Portland, who opened the eco-
nomic argument for the bill. Speak-
ers approved the humanitarian fea-
ture of the 'bill, and declared It a
step in the right direction, but some
objection was voiced that money to
operate the plan was to be raised
by taxation.! James Burnett, of

led the argument on this
feature. He declared the time was
not opportune for the initiation of
this measure.
- Ben T. Osborne, executive secretary

of the state federation of labor urged
passage of the measure as it provided
a system better than maintaining
poor farms. Ho said the bill was a
start in the right direction. Prank
E. Davis, state head of the e

pension league, declared the moasure
was not a charity program but a
"reward for services past rendered."

Cochran Gives

Talk on Power
At Rotary Club

The chalrmon of tho program com-

mittee, Ray Murphy, had arranged
with Attorney George Cochran to
speak? to the Rotary club members
on the question of "Power," and in
an Interesting way he pointed out the
factors that enter Into this subject.
Ho said In part:

"The question of power has a great
deal to do with our present civiliza-
tion and our progress. When wo
consldor that the American laborer
with the nmchinory available can ex-

ert 20 h. p., whilo that exertod by
the European laborer Is from 2 to 4
h. p. you can readily seo why tho dif-
ference between tho oarnlng power
of American and European labor, and
you can understand why power en-
ters very largely into every phase of
life. Tho power derived ifrom steam
and electricity is tho particular
branch of power that is given the
most thought at the present time.
During recent elections thoro was a
great deal said about power, and there
was a catch-phras- o used extensively,
to tho effect that thero would bo
legislation to provide "power" with-
out cost to the citizen. In order to
understand somo of tho questions
arising in connection with power It
Is necessary to understand tho finan-
cial fabric. It requires a great deal
of investigation. The initial expense
in connection with providing' powor
by electricity is large, and when we
realize the enormous investment that
is required we see why It Is necessary
to havo the backing of the financial
power of the country In order to o

the necessary development.
Whilo I was a member of the atato
water board there was passed a bill
providing $40,000 for tho purpose of
Investigating tho posslblo develop-
ment of power along tho Columbia
and Deschutes rivers. The engineers
went to work ana after a thorough
examination of conditions the report
was made to tho effect that to pro-
duce power at tho Cascade Locks
would require an expenditure of be-

tween fifty-fiv- e and sixty millions of
dollars. For tho samo purpose at
Umatilla rapids would entail tho out-
lay of about seventy millions, and ot
Celilo falls an expenditure of from
fifty-nin- e to sixty millions would be
necessary.

Collections of Nature Objects
Started At East Oregon Normal

Collections of nature objects are
being made by the science depart-ment of the Eastern Oregon Normal
school for the purpose of facilitatingthe understanding of nature and of
Oregon east of the Cascades. These
collections are being made from do-
nations, class work, and field re-

search.
Some substantial donations have

already been received by the depart-
ment. The largest contribution was
the gift of W. R. Gekeler. whose col-
lections of geological specimens will
form the nucleus of an historical ex-

hibit. Others who have donated his-
torical specimens are E. R. Ballard,
Edwin Rogers, and many students of
the Normal school.

The plans are to segregate all ma-
terials Into three dUplay divisions:
historical and topographical, faunal,
and floral, under their type localities.
Such areas consist of the Blue moun-
tains, the Columbia river basin, the
Plateau region, the Snake river sec-
