I. C. C. TO APPEAIj cask
WASHINGTON Jan. 30 (fPi Chair-

man Bralnerd of the Interstate com-
merce commission! said today tho
commission undoubtedly would carry
to the supreme court an appeal from
the decision of the federal court in
Oregon denying the commission's
power to require construction of a
new railroad across that state.

The Issue arose from a petition of
Oregon state, asking that the Union
Pacific system, through the

Railroad & Navigation
company, bo compelleo to build
against its own objection 185 miles
of railroad from Crane to Crescent
Lake, Oregon. - The territory now is

Tho railroad company contended
that the interstato commerce com-
mission does not have' the consti-
tutional right to demand a railroad
to construct an additional line, that
the proposed Hue would not be a mat-
ter of public necessity or convenience,
and that the company would not
receive adequato return from its In-

vestment. Joining the O.-- R. Ac

N. as Intervening petitioners were
tho Southern Pacific company and
the HiU lines.

Joining forces as Intervening de-

fendants In the injunction suit the
public service commission of Oregon
and public utilities commission of
Idaho set forth three allegations in
their Joint brief in federal district
court before the final hearing. They
were: .....

First, tho interstato commerce act
vests in tho interstate commerce
commission full power to require a
railroad company to build additional
lines.

Second, the order requiring the O.--

R. & N. to build in no way violates
tho federal constitution.

Third, tho order was based upon
tho convenience and necessity to vir-

tually the entire area of Oregon aud
much of Idaho, and would provide
tho first rail transportation for one
of the largest undeveloped portions
of the United Stotes.

Hrlef Prepared
The brief was prepared by I. H. Van

Winkle, attorney general of Oregon;
William Ellis and William C. Mc-

culloch, solicitors for the public
servtco commission of Oregon; W. D.
GUlls, attorney general of Idaho, and
J. M. Thompson, solicitor for the
public utilities commission of Idaho.

The brief contended that the
route of the proposed line was first
surveyed more than 20 years ago pur-
suant to instructions by the late E.
H. Harrlmon. who had laid out a
defintnte plan of development for
Oregon.

The brief went into detail to show
the topography of Oregon, its un-
broken mountain ranges, barriers to
transportation, its great pine and fir
forests, which are growing over-rip- e

for lack of rail transportation; Its
rich valleys and coastal plains, which
can produce vast quantities of agri-
cultural products, but which are only
partly productivo at present be-

cause of need of markets.
From the Columbia river south-

ward to Rose v Ills. Cal., more than
000 miles, there Is not a single east-we- st

rath jad which gives Oregon
and Northern California the trans-
portation necessary for development.
